. Riders & Horses ages are taken from the 1% Jan 2021.

. Stallion, mare or geldings to compete in any class, unless stated.

. In hand classes open to all ages.

. A responsible adult must supervise under 16's.

. It is the owners/riders responsibility to ensure no horse is over competed and

welfare compromised.

No judge will be riding horses in classes.
